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BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I - MEMBERSHIP

A. Membership is automatic with ownership of land in Pinon Hills.

B. To obtain voting membership each member must pay the dues voted upon by the membership at the annual meeting; currently $30.00 per annum.

C. Dues paying “member” consists of (1) a family unit, (2) an individual landowner, (3) a corporate landowner, or (4) a renter.

ARTICLE II – VOTING

A. Each membership constitutes one vote regardless of the number of lots owned by that member

B. At all meetings of members, a member may vote in person or by proxy executed in writing by the member or by his duly authorized proxy.  Such proxy shall be filed with the Secretary before or at the time of the meeting.  No proxy shall be valid after eleven months from the date of it execution, unless otherwise provided in the proxy.

ARTICLE III – MEETINGS

A. The annual meeting of the members shall be held on the last Tuesday off the month of July in each year, at the hour of 6:30 PM for the purpose of electing officers and for the transaction of such other business as may come before the meeting.  If the day fixed for the annual meeting shall be a legal holiday in the State of Colorado, such meeting shall be held on the next succeeding business day.  If the election of officers shall not be held on the day designated herein for any annual meeting, the officers shall cause the election to be held at a special meeting of the members as soon thereafter as convenient.

B. Special meetings of the members, far any purpose or purposes, unless otherwise prescribed by statute, may be called by the President, or by another officer designated by the President, or at the request of not less than one-tenth of all outstanding members of the Association entitled to vote.

C. The officers may designate any place, within the State of Colorado, as the place of meeting for any annual or special meeting called by the officers.

ARTICLE IV – OFFICERS

A. Officers of the Association shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, and members of the Architectural Control Committee.

B. These officers shall be elected at the annual meeting each year, by the voting members of the Association, for a one year term.

C. A vacancy in any office because of death, resignation, removal, dis-qualification or otherwise, may be filled by the executive Committee for the unexpired portion of the term.

D. The President shall: (1) be the principal executive officer of the corporation and shall in general supervise and control all of the business and affairs of the Association; (2) when present, preside at all meetings of the members; (3) sign, with the secretary or any expressly delegated officer or agent of the Association any instruments authorized to be executed; and (4) in general shall perform all duties incident to the office of the President and such other duties as may be prescribed from time to time.

E. The Vice-President shall serve in the absence of the President.

F. The Secretary shall: (1) keep the minutes of the proceedings of the meetings; (2) see that all notices are duly given in accordance with the provisions of these By-Laws or as required by law; (3) be custodian of the Association’s records and the seal of the Association and see that the seal is affixed to all documents duly authorized; (4) keep a register of the post office address of each member which shall be furnished to the Secretary by such members; (5) in general perform all duties incident to the office of Secretary and such other duties as from time to time may be assigned by the President.

G. The Treasurer shall: (1) have charge and custody of and be responsible for all funds and securities of the Association; (2) receive and give receipts for monies due and payable to the Association from any source whatsoever, and deposit all such monies in the name of the Association in such bank, trust company or other depository as shall be selected in accordance with the provisions of these By-Laws; (3) sign with the President, or any expressly delegated officer or agent of the Association, checks in payment of expenses incurred by the Association; and (4) in general perform all of the duties as from time to time may be assigned by the President.  If required by the Executive Committee, the Treasurer shall give bond in such sum and with such surety as the Executive Committee determines.

ARTICLE V - ARCHITECTURAL CONTROL COMMITTEE

A.  There shall be an Architectural Control Committee as set forth in the Restrictive Covenants of Pinon Hills, Inc.

B. It shall be the duty of the Architectural Control Committee to supply property owners with a copy of the Restrictive Covenants, the By-Laws of Pinon Hills, and the Wildfire Safety Homeowners check List, specifically advising them that: (1) no structure shall be erected, placed or altered on any lot until the construction plans and specifications and a plan showing the location of the structure has been approved in writing by the Architectural Control Committee prior to obtaining a building permit; and (2) advise all property owners of the water situation.

ARTICLE VI – BY-LAWS REVISIONS

A. These By-Laws may be revised at such time as is deemed necessary by the membership.  Notice of proposed changes must be made at least one month in advance of the vote on such revision.

B. Two thirds or a quorum must pass on any revision of the present By-Laws, A quorum consists of a simple majority of the voting members.
